Supporting documentation will include the following criteria:

e The memorial poppy must be visible in all promotions and publicity submitted.

e There is no specific dress code or dress color for Little Miss Poppy.

e  Promotion of the Poppy Program: What did you share and do?

e Publicity of poppy activities (newspapers, radio/TV, etc.). Submitted file must include the following
information (both pictures and descriptions)

o What | learned during my time as Little Miss Poppy?
o How | shared the story of the poppy with my community?
o What does the poppy mean to me?
o What activities did | attend to promote the poppy and its meaning?
e Age-appropriate originality with considerations for neatness and creativity.

Accepted formats are Word documents, Google Slides, or .pdf. PowerPoint presentations may also be
uploaded via Google Slides.
